WINE MAKING

Fermentation : The grapes are pressed, as soon as they are 

received, in the cellar. The alcoholic fermentation is done in 

concrete tanks for the thermal inertia and at low temperature, to 

preserve the aromas.

Maturing : 3 months on fine lees.

TASTING

Color : golden robe.

Nose : complex with toasted and brioche accents

Taste : very expressive, fresh and pleasant with fine mineral 

mineral and white flowers notes, notably acacia.

Serving suggestions : drink now around 12°C. 

Food and wine pairing : as an aperitif or during the meal with 

white meats or fish in sauce.
